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The purpose of the Advancing Research in Campus Activities Award is to provide monetary support and/or membership access to NACA members who are conducting research in the field of higher education, student affairs or campus activities. 
An amount of $1,500 will be budgeted each year, with $500 given for each of three awards.  Another three awards will be given by providing access to NACA membership for research sampling.  This limit of access prevents members from being burdened by participation in multiple assessment requests.  A candidate may apply for and receive monetary support, access or both.
The following process is established to assist those who desire to access NACA members for assessment reasons. Materials will be accepted in an open application process throughout the year based on a May 1st start of the fiscal year.  Once all awards have been determined for that fiscal year, a notice will be posted on the website that submissions are closed for that fiscal year and will be accepted again at the start of the next fiscal year.
Guidelines for Selection

The following ideology will serve as the basis for selection and guidance for all research that will be considered. Selections will be made by the NACA Research Award Committee.
· Requests will only be considered from NACA members for this award.

· Requests for support must be for research conducted in higher education, student affairs or campus activities.

· Requests must comply with the NACA Statement of Professional Ethics and the NACA Non-Discrimination, Diversity Advancement and Affirmative Action Principles.

· Requests for support may not come from current members of the NACA Board of Directors.

· Requests for support must adhere to rules of confidentiality and privacy as is consistent with ethical research practices, and as is outlined by the institution review process with the researcher’s committee. A copy of approval for the research from the committee must be included in the application.

· Requests must be accompanied by an abstract/proposal of the dissertation or thesis. The researcher must be willing to have this information potentially posted on the NACA Web site.

· Requests must include a timeline for completion, noting that research must be completed within a year of the monetary award.

Limitations and Expectations
NACA will offer access to the addresses and phone numbers of its members.  Current NACA policy does not allow for the release of email addresses of members; however, NACA does provide the service of sending an email message and follow-up announcement, on behalf of the member researcher, on a timed schedule. This schedule will be determined, by NACA, in consultation with the researcher. (Please note that NACA policy allows for only one email blast per week to members.) 

The funded recipient is obligated to give due credit to NACA, in the final report or publication, for its contribution to the funding the project.

Follow-up

Award winners must submit a summary of results and an article for publication to the NACA Director of Education and Research within two months of completion of the project.  Researchers will also be encouraged to submit proposals to present at conference programs.
