Sam Burchfield is a folk-soul singer based out of Atlanta, GA. After 
appearing on “American Idol” Season 13 and receiving a golden 
ticket to Hollywood, Sam turned the show down to pursue music on 
his own. He released his first EP, titled “Where to Run,” on Feb. 4, 
2014, a few months after graduating from The University of Georgia. 
Since the release, his EP charted at No. 8 on Billboard’s Regional-
South Atlantic Heatseeker chart and gained notable attention 
from industry professionals, as well as No. 1 college music blog 
GoodMusicAllDay.com. In his short career, Sam has shared the stage 
with notable acts such as St. Paul & The Broken Bones, Ben Rector, 
Josh Garrels, Emily Hearn and YouTube sensation Noah Guthrie.

The Icarus Account is an acoustic duo made up of twin brothers Ty 
and Trey Turner. The duo grew up in Fort Myers, FL, and have been 
touring full time since dropping out of school in 2009 to pursue 
music. Ty and Trey have released several albums, most of which they 
produced themselves at their recoding studio in Florida. They have 
toured and performed with acts such as Twenty-One Pilots, Ameri-
can Authors, Plain White Ts, SayWeCanFly, Chase Coy, HeIsWe, 
Aaron Gillespie and many others. Many of their songs have been 
featured in TV shows and commercials and their single “Favorite 
Girl” was even used by Snapchat in 2015. The Duo use their brotherly 
connection to sing with incredible harmonies and an unmatched 
on-stage chemistry. 

To say Stephen Neal is a fresh new face in country music is an 
understatement. In the last eight months, Stephen went from hob-
byist songwriter and open mic enthusiast to independently produc-
ing his first EP and to opening shows on the big stage with artists 
such as Chris Young, Joe Nichols, Jana Kramer, Craig Wayne Boyd, 
Jason Michael Carol and Paul Rodgers. It’s his passion for lyrics that 
started him down this path, but he has quickly become addicted to 
creating music and shows that get a crowd moving and singing along. 
His fan base steadily grows with each new show because fans quickly 
latch on to Stephen’s enthusiasm on stage. 

In 2013, Jordan and Tyler shifted their attention from acting to mu-
sic. After posting their songs on YouTube, they received invitations 
to perform on “The X Factor” and “America’s Got Talent.” Following 
this experience, they caught the eye of Alan Powell, actor, producer, 
and then vocalist for the band Anthem Lights. The twins released 
their first EP with Powell, which included three cover tunes and an 
original called “Falling Hard.” They have over 13 million views for 
their collaborations with Kurt Hugo Schneider and have almost 
50 thousand YouTube subscribers. After a 25-city tour opening for 
Alex G, they most recently shared the stage with Hayley Williams 
(Paramore), Ryan O’Neale (Sleeping At Last), Joy Williams (Civil 
Wars), Brad Corrigan (Dispatch), Kevin Max, and Joanne Cash at the 
former farm of Johnny Cash. They live in Nashville, TN, where they 
are currently writing for their next EP. 

SungBeats is an award-winning beat boxer and live loop extraordi-
naire from New York who has been developing his craft for over 13 
years. Equipped with nothing but a microphone and a loop pedal, he 
uses only his mouth to create organic, engaging, high-energy music 
through an intricate process of sampling vocal sounds live in real 
time. From hip-hop to reggae to electronic dance music, Sung does 
it all – literally with his voice. SungBeats is most known for winning 
the 2014 Grand Finale of “Amateur Night at the Apollo” at the his-
toric and world-famous Apollo Theater in Harlem, NY. He is also the 
first-place winner of “Kollaboration Star 2014,” the nation’s premiere 
Asian-American talent competition. Sung has competed in beat box 
competitions at the highest levels, both nationally and abroad, and 
has even represented the United States at the 2015 Grand Beat Box 
Battle in Switzerland.

Throughout his 
youth as the loveable fat kid, Feraz learned to see the humor in ev-
erything – even if he did have the biggest breasts in class and could 
see his toes only on a good day. Over the years, he lost the weight but 
kept the funny “guy next door” charm. In addition to comedy, Feraz 
is passionate about health and fitness and, as a certified trainer, 
gives fun and informative talks on exercise and wellness. But he 
still hates kale. Feraz was recently seen providing comedic relief 
on “The Doctors” on CBS, and is a featured act on Ahmed Ahmed’s 
Next Generation of Evil comedy tour. He won the Funzine Comedy 
Competition in Budapest, Hungary, and was a finalist in San Diego’s 
Funniest Person Competition.

“I’m an acoustic-soul storyteller…” – A statement that is notoriously 
followed by a quizzical look and sparked interest. There is an archaic 
and embedded familiarity that comes along with the word “story-
teller” that captures the intention of Nico Franc’s music, but would 
leave it naked without the coupling of “soul.” Although Franc is 
currently based in Los Angeles, he adopted his sound from growing 
up and traveling on the East Coast.

Dylan Marron is a Drama Desk- and Gotham Award-nominated co-
median, activist, writer and digital star. Dylan’s first viral hit, “Every 
Single Word Spoken by a Person of Color,” brought him to national 
attention, singled out by The Washington Post, Slate, and AV Club for 
its hysterical, diversity-forward message. Dylan then joined the staff 
of Seriously.TV, where he wrote, produced and starred in viral hits 
including “Men Kissing Men” (11 million views and counting), “Sitting 
in Bathrooms with Trans People” and the incredibly popular “Unbox-
ing” series.

Dustin Lance Black is a screenwriter, filmmaker and social activist. 
He has won the Academy Award® and two WGA Awards for Best 
Original Screenplay for “Milk.” He is a founding board member of 
the American Foundation for Equal Rights (AFER), which success-
fully led the federal cases for marriage equality in California and 
Virginia, putting an end to California’s discriminatory Proposition 
8. Black has split his creative time to fight for LGBTQ equality by 
serving on the board of the Trevor Project, a national LGBTQ youth 
crisis hotline. Black has also been on an equal rights speaking tour, 
and was one of the organizers of the LGBT March on Washington in 
2009, where he spoke to over 150,000 demonstrators in front of the 
nation’s Capitol.
