Shortly after its viral success, Jose and 
the Prank were featured on ABC’s “20/20” as part of its prank segment. Pushing 
the limits of social norms and preconceived notions of foreign culture, Barrientos 
now tours the country sharing what he learned about cultural diversity behind the 
mask of a foreign immigrant.
